ICTV may receive more proposals than can be accommodated. A proposal may be:
· Accepted as is,
· Accepted with modifications or revisions,
· Asked to spend a semester in development, or
· Rejected
A producer is an ICTV manager, expected to have sufficient experience with our organization to supervise production, activity and content. Besides the ICTV experience of the prospective producer, criteria are:
· Potential for countrywide enjoyment or service
· Potential for student benefit through participation
· Originality
· Realistic as to time and resources
· Proposal is thorough
· Non-duplication of other ICTV programming (Including Show Title)
All Proposals MUST have a cover page; a show without a cover page will not be reviewed. The cover page should only contain the ICTV logo and producer contact Information. Shows that submit a cover page with show logos will not be reviewed until corrections are made and a proper cover page is resubmitted. (Cover Page available at ictv.org/resources under Station Resources)
